EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF EVALUATION CONCLUSIONS AND
RECOMMENDATIONS

I. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE OP

The Operational Program "Peloponnisos" 2014-2020, outlines the main directions of the
Region's overall development strategy within the objectives of the two Funds (ERDF & ESF)
which co-finance the OP, in relation to the PA resources 2014-2020, allocated to it. Therefore,
the OP strategy focuses either on actions connected with sectors which are not included in the
respective sectors of intervention of the Sectoral Operational Programmes of the PA or on
interventions that require a special approach according to the specific needs of the Region
which must be covered within 2014 -2020 period. Based on these two parameters, the OP
"Peloponnisos" strategy focuses on the following four (4) key areas, which commit more than

90% of the ERDF resources and nearly 100% of ESF resources.

The four key areas of focus of the OP strategy, are as follows

a) Competitiveness / Entrepreneurship, focusing on specialized actions directly related to the

specific problems and characteristics of the Region's business fabric, highly related to the
targets and priorities of Regional Smart Specialization Strategy (RIS3).

b) Combating poverty and promoting social inclusion, given the particularly negative impact

on the social fabric of the Region, of economic recession and financial dyspraxia, and
taking into consideration that there are no similar actions / interventions on a large scale
in the respective Sectoral Operational Program.

c) Protection and promotion of the anthropogenic and natural environment, directly related to

tourism, taking into account that there is no Sectoral Operational Program of the PA 2014-
2020 for respective interventions in the Regions of the Country. Regarding interventions
related to the natural environment, are planned to be implemented under the
corresponding Sectoral Operational Program co-funded by the ERDF and the Cohesion
Fund.

d) Accessibility / Transport Infrastructure and Services, in direct complementarity with the

TEN-T interventions of the corresponding Sectoral Operational Program and connection of
the Region's productive and tourist centers to each other as well as to the rest of the

Country and Europe.

The strategy of the OP "Peloponnisos” is consistent with the E 2020 strategy, focusing on the
developmental problems and prospects of the Peloponnisos Region. The specific strategy of the

Program is specified in the corresponding five Priority Axes, apart from the two Priority Axes of
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Technical Assistance (PA5 and PA6), by selecting the appropriate Thematic Objectives,

Investment Priorities and Categories of Intervention per Priority Axis, as follows:

PRIORITY AXIS 1: "Enhancing research, technological development and innovation", co-

financed by the ERDF, aiming at the enlargement and increase of the competitiveness of
the Region's business base by exploiting and integrating research / technology and
innovation in the productive functions of enterprises.

PRIORITY AXIS 2A: "Developing and Exploiting Human Resources - Active Social

Inclusion", co-funded by the ESF, primarily aiming to address and prevent poverty and

social exclusion, improving the quality of life, employability and employment of socially
sensitive population groups.
PRIORITY AXIS 2B: "Human Resource Support Infrastructures", co-financed by the ERDF,

aiming at the enlargement and upgrading of the education, welfare and health
infrastructure mainly at primary level, for the improvement of the educational level of the
Region’s citizens, the strengthening of the social coherence and the improvement of the
quality of life.

PRIORITY AXIS 3: "Environmental Protection - Shift to an Environment-friendly Economy",

co-financed by the ERDF, aiming to complement the actions of liquid and solid waste
management related to the Sectoral Program, in order to meet the country's obligations in
the European Environmental Acquis. The rational management of drinking water and,
generally, the management / protection of natural resources and cultural heritage directly
linked to tourism development, spatial cohesion of the Region through actions of Spatial
Development, such as Integrated Territorial Investments (ITI), Community - Led Local
Development strategies (CLLDs) and Sustainable Urban Development (SUD), are also
aimed.

PRIORITY AXIS 4: "Development - Modernization - Completion of infrastructures for

economic and social development", co-financed by the ERDF, aiming at completing the

Region's transport infrastructure network in order to improve safety in trips for residents
and visitors of the Region and to achieve the interconnection of the productive and tourist

areas of the Region with the TEN - T network.

The financial weight of each Priority Axe of the OP in terms Public Expenditure (P.E.) and Union

Support (80% of the P.E.), as presented in the table below, reflects to a certain extent the

focus of the Program's strategy in relation to the OP’s total resources.

II. PURPOSE AND SCOPE

The « Evaluation of the extent to which the programme’s planning and targeting is up to date

and revision proposal of OP_(Operational Programme) “Peloponnisos” 2014-2020» was carried

out, according to the Evaluation Plan of the OP which was approved by the Monitoring

Committee

in November 2016. This evaluation aims to focus on the effectiveness and

efficiency of the Programme’s interventions, the achievement of the objectives of the

Performance Framework and the assessment of the intervention logic, as well as the

formulation of a proposal for the revision of the OP.

This evaluation is mainly addressed to the Partners - Members of the Monitoring Committee

and the MA of the OP “Peloponnisos”. It is also relevant to the citizens and businesses of the
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Region and Country, as well as the wider public (given the revision proposal included), as well
as any other institutions or individuals interested in the implementationof OP “Peloponnisos”
2014-2020".

III. BACKGROUND

As originally prescribed in the Evaluation Plan of the OP, this evaluation was conducted by an
external evaluator, according to the Guidelines of the Special Services of EAS [Special Service
for Strategy, Planning and Evaluation (EYSSA) and ESF Actions Coordination and Monitoring
Authority (EYSEKT)], with a duration of about 12 months. This period was longer than initially
planned (8 months), mainly due to consultations between the Member State and the Managing
Authority (MA) of OP "Peloponnisos” with the relevant European Commission services,
regarding the terms, the conditions and the criteria for amending the Performance Framework
of the OP.

This evaluation is also characterized as recapitulative, focusing on the implementation of the
OP, as mentioned above, and with the aim of identifying any issues that may have arisen
during the first three years of implementation so that these may/can be resolved with the
Revision proposal.

Based on the purpose and scope of the Evaluation, the key sections are the following:

a) Evaluation of the effectiveness and efficiency of the OP.

b) Assessment of the extent to which the Intervention Logic is up to date.

c) Assessment of the achievability of the Performance Framework objectives.
d) Preparation for impact Evaluations of the Evaluation Plan.

e) Examination of the OP’s revision requirements.

f) Revision Proposal

The sections mentioned above provide answers to specific evaluation questions that the
evaluation has encountered with specific methodology and data processing tools/means. The
main data source used for the evaluation was the Monitoring Information System, from which
data were collected in two reference dates. The data collected on the first reference date
(29/12/2017), were used to implement the first draft of the Review Report (2nd deliverable),
while the second reference date data, refer to 1/6/2018, i.e. six (6) months later and were
used for this Final Evaluation Report. During this evaluation period, two significant changes
were made in relation to the implementation of the Programme. The first change is referring to
the adoption by the European Commission (December 2017) of the 1st revision of the OP,
which increased the budget of the OP (mainly the ESF) due to the integration of the additional

resources resulting from the regulations on Technical Adjustment of the Programmes. The
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second is the amendment of the Article 5 (3) of Regulation 215/2014 through the
Implementing Regulation 2018/276. This gives the possibility to measure the ERDF Output
Indicators that participate in the Performance Framework and the values achieved by
operations which have been started, but where some of the actions leading to outputs are still
ongoing. This amendment is of significant importance, both for the performance review that

will be carried out in 2019 and the revision proposal.

IV. METHODOLOGY

The methodology chosen to conduct the Evaluation is differentiated by each basic section of
the Evaluation and is described in detail with in the Evaluation main report.
The basic parameters that defined the methodological approach of each different Evaluation

section are summarised as follows:

1) Evaluation of the effectiveness and efficiency of the OP

Taking into account the time that the evaluation took place, the concept of effectiveness is
mainly expressed by measuring / assessing the achievement of the financial and physical
objectives (output indicators) either until the end of the (2023), or until the 2018
milestones for the Programme Framework. Therefore, the assessment of the effectiveness
of the OP refers to two levels:

The first level refers to the examination of the effectiveness of the Programme in three
stages of implementation: the selection of projects / operations in the Programme; the
signed contracts of selected operations sub-projects; and the certified payments.

The second level refers to the examination of the level of achievement of the programmatic
physical objectives, as expressed by the output indicators, covering the period from the
beginning of implementation of the Programme up to when the evaluation was conducted.
This related both to the current value of each output indicator and the predicted indicator's
values at the end of the Programming Period, and / or until milestones for 2018, for the OP
Performance Framework.

Regarding the evaluation of the Programme’s efficiency and the assessment of its
effectiveness, it is directly related to the Average Unit Cost (AUC) of each similar category
of projects and specifically to the relationship of AUC of a class of operations with the
physically implemented object of each operation. The differentiation of the unit cost of each
project, in relation to the AUC of the similar class of operations, "measures" the level of

efficiency of each operation.
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Regarding the efficiency of the Programme, in terms of the unit cost of the OP implementing

projects, a reliable estimation of a representative indicator and mostly, of a representative

value expressed as the AUC of a class of projects were restrictive for the following reasons:

v The number of similar operations in the Programme is relatively small over the given
period. In addition, the parameters of each operation can vary significantly. This can
have a significant influence on the unit cost of each project.

v' The differentiation in the way an action is carried out within a project result in high level
of complexity even among operations of similar type. Consequently, and on the basis of
how each part of action within a sub-project is recorded it is almost impossible to have a
full break-down and hence measurement of each type of work that comprise a project.

v" For many types of ongoing projects, the unit cost is either determined administratively or
depends on the demand of the direct beneficiaries.

v' Apart from the above cases, another parameter that determines the AUC of a class of
operations, in each time period and / or in each region, is the indirect preparation and
management costs. These are not allocated to each class of operation, even though they

contribute inversely to the direct costs of the operation / project.

2)Evaluation of the extent to which the Intervention Logic is up to date

A key difference between the current programme period 2014-2020 and the previous
programming periods is the particular importance that is given to the Intervention Logic of
both the Programme as a whole and each Priority Axis. This is according to the ESIF
Regulations for the programming period 2014-2020, and as part of the Cohesion Policy in

the Operational Programmes.

Of particular importance for the Intervention Logic is the achievement of the developmental
outcome, expressed through the Programme's indicators in each Priority Axis (as
Programme objective), as a differentiation from the existing situation and in meeting the
specific needs targeted by the Programme. The actions (categories of intervention) that will
contribute to the achievement of the expected results in relation to the available funds
(resources) for each action and the outputs of the physical object with the respective

quantified objectives are then specified.

Considering the above, the extent to which the Intervention Logic is up to date is examined
through the update of the SWOT analysis, regarding the changes in the region’s wider
macroeconomic social and environmental framework, and the coherence and the connection
/ relevance of the region's development needs. Then, the association of the Specific

Objectives with the result indicators and consequently the relation of the result indicators
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with the output indicators, in relation to their sequence, which expresses the main aspect of
the Programme's internal coherence, is examined.

Additionally, this evaluation regarding the analysis of the Programme’s Intervention Logic
and the examination of the relationship between the Specific Objectives and output and
result indicators, refers both to the programming and the implementation of the
Programme, given that it took place three years after its design, and during a period when
the Country’s economic downturn was evident, and two years after the start of the

Programme’s actual implementation.

3)Assessment of the achievability of the Performance Framework
objectives

This evaluation places particular emphasis in assessing the achievability of the objectives of
the indicators participating in the Programme’s Performance Framework.

Therefore, in addition to the survey conducted for all Output Indicators of the Programme,
the following were also examined per Investment Priority and Priority Axis:

a) The activation and implementation level of each of the Categories of Intervention linked
to the Performance Framework indicators per Investment Priority.

b) Possible delays in activating and implementing Investment Priorities and Categories of
Intervention linked to the Performance Framework indicators by examining the causal
factors, with a particular focus on identifying the link between these delays and
difficulties with the changes in the economic environment, the labour market and / or
the conditions for the management and implementation of the Programme.

¢) Changes in initial assumptions which were taken into consideration when setting target
values of the Performance Framework indicators with a milestone in 2018.

d) The achievement of the objectives of the Performance Framework indicators for both
2018 and 2023 based on a specific forecasting methodology, depending on the nature
and magnitude of the selected and ongoing projects contributing to the Performance
Framework indicators.

e) The relevance of specific indicators participating in the Performance Framework

f) The fulfilment of the criteria outlined in Annex II of the Reg(EU)1303/2013 regarding

the milestones and targets of the Performance Framework indicators.

4) Preparation for impact assessments of the OP Evaluation Plan.

This section refers to the preparation for the impact evaluations included in the OP
Evaluation Plan. However, this section has produced useful conclusions and findings with

respect to all structural elements of the OP (including the OP indicators system), concerning
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also the need for their modification. This is the reason why in this Executive Summary, the

revision proposal is preceded by this section.

In particular, this section is focusing on the following actions:

a) Assessing the contribution of the OP to the Specific Objectives of the OP, through its
contribution to the result indicators, according to the level of implementation of the OP
and the macroeconomic, social and environmental framework.

b) Assessing the availability of data necessary for elaborating Impact Evaluations and, by
extension, examining the measurability of some result indicators.

c) Putting forward proposals for the timely and complete coverage of the requirements for

acquiring the above data.

5) Examination of the OP revision requirements and Revision Proposal.

In order to examine and identify the revision requirements of the OP, as well as the
documentation and the identification of its expected impact on the priorities of the Union
and the Specific Objectives of the OP, the findings of all the previous sections as well as the

relevant regulatory provisions, have been taken into account concerning the following:

Necessary modifications to the Intervention Logic

The concept of "Intervention Logic" in multiannual Programmes (interventions) is the
quintessence of the design of the Operational Programmes for the 2014-2020 period. It is
reminded that through the examination of the Intervention Logic, the effectiveness of a
Programme (a strategy) is established in advance regarding the problems it wants to solve
or the needs it wants to cover, identifying also the level of solution / mitigation of problems

or coverage of needs.

Based on the above, all the components of the Intervention Logic for the OP "Peloponnisos"

were examined to establish whether it is up to date three years after of its implementation.

Examining the need to modify the Performance Framework and justifying its revision

proposal.

According to the CPR [Reg(EU) 1303/2013]] and in order to be duly justified, the
documentation for the revision of the Performance Framework refers to four criteria /
conditions.

On the basis of a methodology that was developed in order to modify (mostly reduce) the
Financial Indicator (F100), for each Priority Axis, as well as the Output Indicators and Key
Implementation Steps, focuses mainly on the incorrect assumptions made when designing

the Programme. Mainly, these incorrect assumptions refer both to the beginning of the
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implementation of the relevant interventions linked to the Performance Framework

indicators and to the calculations of the target values of the Financial Indicator.

Examining the need of adding new Investment Priorities and Categories of Intervention

On the basis of the Programme's activation and implementation progress, in all distinct
parts (Priority Axis, Thematic Objective, Investment Priority, Category of Intervention) and
in relation to the budget of each distinct part, the causes / reasons for the following cases
were examined and analysed:

a) Delays on specialization and activation through calls to potential beneficiaries for project
funded by the OP, either due to external factors (beyond the responsibilities of the
Managing Authority), such as the finalization of national policies and / or technical issues
of implementation of these actions at national level, and / or coverage of general ex-ante
conditionalities.

b) Inadequate response from potential beneficiaries to the calls of the MA of the OP
“Peloponnisos” for specific categories of operations.

¢) Increased "demand" (submission of proposals for financing operations) due to increased
needs of the Region's social and productive fabric and / or the implementation of specific
regional and / or national policies.

d) Difficulties in the implementation of selected operations, resulting in long delays for each
stage of implementation and in particular at the stages of the tender procedure and
contracting of sub-projects.

The above-mentioned cases created conditions of low consistency in the Programme’s

implementation among its discrete parts. This was mainly manifested either by staying

inactive or with a low level of activation and implementation Investment Priorities,

Categories of Intervention, Thematic Objectives or even Priority Axes, either to overcome

the budgets of certain Investment Priorities and Categories of Intervention, in terms of calls

for proposals and/or project selections.

Moreover, these cases have created difficulties in the rational and effective management

and implementation of the Programme, while contributing to the loss of the Programme's

developmental impact in the Region.

In order to alleviate the effects of the these factors on the implementation of the OP,

according to the findings of the Evaluation sections concerning the effectiveness and

efficiency of the Programme’s implementation, as well as the assessment / measurement of
the achievability of the objectives as expressed by the output indicators of the Programme,
modifications have been proposed in the structure of the OP, including the redistribution of

resources between the Investment Priorities and Categories of Intervention.

V. KEY FINDINGS

Based on the evaluation methodology and the data / implementation data by June 2018, the

following key findings are presented per each key module of the Evaluation:

Effectiveness and efficiency of OP’s activation and implementation

a) The OP activation level is high (specialization of the OP in specific actions and subsequently
with corresponding invitations to potential beneficiaries).
b) The OP's implementation level is low in terms of selected operations, contracts signed and
expenditure, with a slight improvement, mainly in the number of selected projects during
the first half of 2018 compared to the previous period.
c) The abovementioned overall picture of the levels of activation and implementation of the OP
is significantly different, both between the two Funds (ERDF & ESF) which are co-financing
the Program and between the Priority Axes. More specifically:
cl) The part of the OP co-funded by ERDF is showing high level of progress in terms of
activation (specialization, calls for potential beneficiaries) and start of implementation
(projects selection). However, in the following implementing steps (signed contracts,
payments) the progress is at low or even very low levels.

c2) The part of the OP co-funded by ESF (represented by 98,5% from Priority Axis 2A)
shows low to very low level of progress at all stages of activation and implementation.

c3) For those Priority Axes that are co-funded by the ERDF, Priority Axis 1
(Entrepreneurship and RIS3) is the one with very low level of actual activation and
implementation.

c4) The other Priority Axes (2B, 3 and 4), except from the Axis referring to Technical
Assistance®, show high to very high levels of activation (action specialization and calls
for potential beneficiaries), as well as selected projects, but they also show low actual
implementation levels (contracts signed and payments), despite the considerable
progress they illustrate in these stages of implementation during the first 6 months of
2018.

d) Similarly significant activation and implementation variations occur between the Thematic
Objectives, Investment Priorities and / or Categories of Intervention, with some (not a few,
but with a relatively small budget) Investment Priorities and Categories of Intervention

being completely inactive. Some other Investment Priorities and / or Categories of

1 This analysis does not include PA 5 & 6 (Technical Support) due to their very low “financial weight” in the OP budget
but also due to the nature and purpose of these Priority Axes.
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Intervention show over-budgeting, at least during the stages of activation and / or project
selection phases.

e) The above level of the implementation of the OP in terms of its financial data is also
reflected in the levels of the physical implementation of the OP.

f) Regarding the implementation efficiency of the OP, appears to be of high level, although the
level of implementation, even in terms of selected projects, is not the one that would
identify unit costs (a key element of efficiency assessment) by class of operations. However,
given the low implementation rates and the large discounts in the tender procedures, it is
estimated that in the overwhelming majority of the OP's physical objectives, due to the high
efficiency of implementation, there is no question of not achieving them due to insufficient

resources of the OP.

Based on the above picture of activation and implementation of the OP, the following key /

main conclusions are drawn:

i) The implementation of the OP to date and its medium and long-term prospects for
implementation has mitigated the coherence of its implementation with regard to the mix
of its development strategy and its projected / planned interventions in support of the
socio-economic fabric of the Peloponnisos Region.

ii) Delays in the implementation of the OP create risks of loss of developmental impact in the
Region, beyond the risk of loss of OP resources in 2019 and 2020, in accordance with the
regulatory provisions for the Management of Operational Programs 2014-2020.

iii) Unless the level of activation increases significantly by the year 2020, (mainly through calls
for potential beneficiaries) and unless there is an increase in the level of implementation by
2021 as manifested by the selection rate of mature projects (technically and
administratively) the financial and physical implementation of the OP in most of the main /
key Priority Axes of the OP, appears to reach very low levels until the end of the period,

particularly in Priority Axes 1, 2A and 3.

Assessment of the extent to which the Intervention Logic is up to date.

a) According to the update of the SWOT analysis, there is no need for significant differentiation
of the Intervention Logic at the level of Special Objectives and Result Indicators per
Investment Priority.

b) Regarding the update requirements of the Intervention Logic as a result of the
implementation of the OP and considering its relatively recent amendment to the Priority
Axis 2A at the 1st revision of the OP (Technical Adjustment), the necessary modifications

refer mainly to the following :
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e Updating the baseline values for some result indicators, according to the latest published
corresponding data of the "certified" competent sources.

e Minor amendments to certain Specific Objectives, in accordance with the necessity of
actions specialization / activation and start of implementation (project selection) of the
Programme.

e Small-scale rationalization of the indicators system, both in relation to the output and
result indicators and in relation to their clarity and measurability.

e Limited corrections of computational errors, in terms of target values in output indicators.

Assessment of the achievability of performance framework objectives

As the progress towards achieving the objectives for the implementation of the Programme
differs among Priority Axes, the progress for the achievement of the objectives of the
Performance Framework indicators differs significantly both between the Priority Axes and
within each Priority Axis, with the exception of the financial indicator F100.
As far as the objectives of the F100 financial indicator are concerned, with the 2018 milestone,
it appears that they are not achieved with a significant negative deviation in four (4) out of five
(5) Priority Axes, which define the Performance Framework. In general, only Priority Axis 1 is
particularly negative in all of its indicators, while the other three run the risk of losing the
performance reserve, mainly by the F100. Of these Priority Axes, which have only a low
achievement level of the F100 target, one (Priority Axis 2A) is co-funded by the ESF and its
performance depends on the total performance reserve of the Fund in the OP and the other
two are the Priority Axes 2B and 3, which are co-financed by the ERDF.

The factors that have contributed to the low achievability of the objectives of the Performance

Framework indicators in these Priority Axes are more than one and vary, but the main ones

are:

a) Use of a wrong methodology for calculating / estimating target values during the initial
design stage of the OP.

b) Assumptions about the achievement of objectives that are not verified due to socio-
economic conditions and / or unforeseeable events in the management of the OP, which
have taken place since the design of the OP, mainly by the end of 2017. Some of these
assumptions are presented within the additional Performance Framework document.

c) Unforeseen delays in the finalization of national policies and / or the availability of
management means / tools by the central services of the administration and management

system of the Operational Programs 2014-2020.

In addition to the above mentioned factors which have negatively affected the achievement of

the objectives of the Performance Framework, there have been factors that have worked
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positively to achieve certain objectives of the Performance Framework, mainly of the Priority
Axes (2B and 4). These factors refer to the selected frontloading operations/ actions and / or
phased operations between the 2007-2013 and 2014-2020 and / or "transferred" operations in
the OP from the 2007-2013 period.

Based on the above identified by the OP evaluation, the biggest problem regarding the
achievability of the objectives of the Performance Framework concerns Priority Axis 1
(Entrepreneurship and RIS3) for all indicators of the Performance Framework, while smaller
problems are identified for the Priority Axes 2A and 3, which primarily focus on the F100

financial indicator.

Preparation for impact evaluations of the OP Evaluation Plan

In relation to the preparation for the Impact Evaluations of the Programme Evaluation Plan,

the key findings of each section of this section are the following:

e Assessment of the level of achievement of the Programme's Specific Objectives, according
to the level of implementation of the respective actions of the Programme contributing to
them. The main findings of this section are as follows:

v" A very small humber of Specific Objectives seem to be achieved through the contribution

of the OP, according to its level of implementation.

v" The number of Specific Objectives is significantly increased, as well as the level of
achievability due to the OP's contribution to the target value of the result indicators
according to the selected projects (as long as they are fully implemented by the end of

the period).

v Some of the Specific Objectives and Results Indicators are significantly affected by the
prevailing macroeconomic / social circumstances and their achievement is not materially

related to the implementation progress of the OP.

e As regards the availability of the necessary data for the implementation / preparation of the
Impact Evaluation, the main issues / findings that emerged during the elaboration of this
paper were:

v' In several Impact Evaluations, the data resulting from Output and Result Indicators are
inadequate for a substantiated answer to evaluation questions. Therefore, there is a need
to conduct relevant field investigations or case studies, which will ensure the necessary
data, giving the qualitative dimension to the answers to the questions. Early preparation

of these field studies and / or case studies is required.

v' Timely and full coverage of the required data for certain impact evaluation, mainly to

monitor the achievement of the result indicators of the OP, depends on the preparedness
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and the proper functioning of these services. Therefore, coordinated cooperation between
the Managing Authorities of the Operational Programmes of the National Coordination
National PA is required at national level with the abovementioned Directorates mainly of

the Ministry of Environment and Energy.

v" In some Impact Evaluation, there is also a lack of quantitative data, as output and result
indicators do not provide the answer to corresponding queries with quantitative

characteristics.

v Based on the relevant examination of the available data, there has also been a need to
update the Memorandum of Understanding between the National Coordination Authority

and ELSTAT in order to integrate the additional indicators falling within the latter's remit.

v' Finally, regarding the Evaluations of ESF operations, which include personal data, it
would be useful in the preparation of these evaluations to specify in detail the procedures
to be followed, in accordance with the EU and national institutional framework for the

protection of personal data.

Assessment of the OP revision requirements and revision Proposal

Following the evaluation of the OP implementation, relatively small scale modifications to the
current Programme are required to make it more effective and efficient to implement and
address the development problems of the Region. Additionally, the suggested revisions aim to
enable the more effective implementation of the OP, thus further enabling the OP's
contribution to achieving the EU's objectives for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth. Last
but not least the E2020 strategy is strengthened by fostering entrepreneurship through the
use of financial instruments and the intended increase in employment.

The main necessity of this revision proposal is the modification of the OP’s Performance
Framework, given the factors that have negatively affected the achievement of the objectives
of the indicators that are included in the Performance Framework, in particular with milestone
in 2018.Some of these factors, if not the most, but undoubtedly the main ones, justify under

the regulations the modifications of the Performance Framework.

VI. CONCLUSIONS

As a basic conclusion of what has been mentioned in the previous sections of this paper, it is
clear that all of the appraisal findings of the implementation of the Programme require
relatively small modifications to the current Programme. The suggested modifications aim
ultimately at the more efficient and effective implementation of the Programme and will be

addressing the developmental problems of the Region, which either appeared and / or
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intensified in the three-year period 2015-2017 or because of delays in the implementation of
the OP continue to remain largely. Additionally, with the more effective implementation of the
OP pursued by the proposed revision, the OP's contribution to achieving the Union's objectives
for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth and the E2020 strategy is strengthened by
fostering entrepreneurship through the use of financial instruments and the intended increase
in employment.

The main necessity of the revision, as it emerged from the corresponding section of the
Evaluation, is the modification of the OP Performance Framework, given the factors that have
negatively affected the achievement of the objectives of the indicators that identify it,
especially those with a milestone in 2018. Some the factors that negatively affected the
achievability of the objectives of the Framework, if not most, but undoubtedly the main ones,
are justified by the regulatory provisions [C (0OJ]) 1303/2013 and C (EU) 215/2014, as
amended with C (EE) 276/2018].

VII. PROPOSAL FOR REVISION

The OP Revision Proposal is based primarily on the findings and conclusions presented in all
sections of the evaluation report, the effectiveness of the implementation of the OP, the
achievability of the objectives and milestones of the Performance Framework, the efficiency of
the interventions being implemented as well as the of the extent to which the Intervention

Logic is up to date.

The resulting need for revision refers to both its rational implementation and the maximization
of its impact in the Peloponnisos Region, as well as its contribution to the E2020 Strategy, as

well as to more effective monitoring of its implementation and its evaluation.

A number of parameters have been taken into consideration in formulating the revision
proposal. These parameters are as follows:
¢ Thematic Concentration
e Climate change
e Performance Framework (reasoned update of F100 due to regulatory changes and other
objective exogenous factors)
e Performance Framework (output indicators related to amendment of Regulation (EU)
215/14 and other systemic inhibitory factors)
e Basic Principle of Proportionality
e Duration of ESF operations (Consultation with the EC)
e ESF budget by policy area
e Potential selection in the OP of State Aid operations from the previous period
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e Increased needs in specific categories of actions

e Participation of the OP in “Entrepreneurship Fund II"” (conditional)

e Potential selection in the OP of positively evaluated operations which could not be
funded from the Sectoral OP “EPANEK".

The objective of the proposed revision of the OP is to rationalize the implementation of the OP
and to maximize its impact in Peloponnisos Region, as well as the update of the intervention

logic which was determined in the design stage of the OP.

However, the main issue of this proposed Revision, which affects and is directly related to all
the structural elements of the OP, as well as to the proposed modifications, is the update of
the Performance Framework, taking into account the recent amendment to the (EU) 215/2014,
as well as the necessary consultation with the services of the European Commission, for the
proposal of amending the Performance Framework. Therefore, in the OP Revision Proposal,

particular importance is given to updating the Performance Framework.

As a result, the main points of the proposed revision based on the conclusions and proposals

for the OP evaluation are the following:

¢ Very small modifications to the budgets of four out of seven Priority Axes.

¢ Small scale modifications to the budgets of the Thematic Objectives within the Priority
Axes as well as to the indicative budgets of the Investment Priorities and the Categories
of Intervention.

e In Special Objectives, as part of the update of the Intervention Logic.

e In Result Indicators, both in terms of their description and baseline & target values.

e In Output Indicators, both in terms of their description and target values, as well as
their suitability to maintain in the Program.

e In the Performance Framework, in terms of indicators and objectives.

e Indicative operations of certain Investment Priorities.

e Delete and / or add Categories (fields) of Intervention.

e Provide for the implementation of common support from the ESIFs under the objective
“Investments for Growth and Employment”, in accordance with Article 98 of C (0J)
1303/2013 (flexibility clause).

Using financial instruments

Finally, the expected effects of the Revision on these points are the following:
a) Improving the effectiveness of the OP in addressing the development needs of the Region's
socio-economic and business fabric arising from the continuing and intensifying economic

recession in 2015 -2017, period of implementation of the OP since its adoption.
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b) Improve the consistency and operational sequence of the OP intervention logic with the
corresponding modifications, even small scale of Specific Objectives and Result Indicators
and more efficient linking of output indicators with the programmed categories of actions
and result indicators.

c) More rational and more effective monitoring of the achievement of the output and the
result indicators.

d) Greater and more objective use of the performance reserve by addressing errors and / or
impacts on the Performance Framework objectives, from situations created during the first

three years of implementation of the OP and could not be foreseen in the OP design stage..
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
