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1. Summary

The "Evaluation of the up-to-date planning and targeting and proposal for revision of
the OP" was conducted From August 2017 to July 2018. Given the period of process
the specific evaluation of the OP (three years from its initial design) and in relation
to its purpose, a particular focus was placed on investigating the possibility of
achieving the objectives of the Performance Framework, with a milestone in the year
2018 and following in the second part of the study, the OP revision proposal, with
also a particular focus on the OP Performance Framework amendment proposal.

The purpose of the evaluation, which also determined its object, was to maximize
the effectiveness of the Programme, in relation to the current development needs of
the Peloponnese Region, as they were formed with the completion of all the
interventions of the 2007-2013 programming period, in relation to and with the
changes in the national and European environment from the planning of the OP until
2017.

Therefore, the subject of the evaluation was the examination of the timeliness and
correctness of the planning of the Peloponnese ROP, in relation to the formed and
foreseen socio-economic conditions of the Country and the Region, from the time of
the initial planning of the Programme, taking into account the effectiveness of the PA
2,5 and 8 of OP DEPIN 2007-2013, with their completion.

Also, the subject of the evaluation was the examination and assessment of the degree
of attainability and/or correctness of the objectives of the output indicators of the
Programme per Priority Axis, in relation to the milestones of the performance
framework.

More specifically, the contents (main sections) of the study were as follows:

e Evaluation of the effectiveness and efficiency of the OP.

e Evaluation of the timeliness of the Intervention Logic.

e Assessment of the achievement of the objectives of the Performance Framework.
e Preparation for the impact assessments of the OP Evaluation Plan.

e Investigation of OP revision needs.

e Proposal for revision of the OP.

The evaluation method referred to the following:

e Analysis of implementation data from the monitoring system.

e Analysis of the results of the implementation of actions of the OP DEPIN 2007-
2013, in the Region of Peloponnese.

e Update the base values of the result indicators.
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2. Context and Planning for Evaluation

The Operational Programme "Peloponnisos" 2014-2020 expresses the main
directions of the overall development strategy of the Region, in the context of the
objectives of the two Funds that co-finance it (ERDF and ESF), in relation to the
resources of the NSRF 2014-2020, which have be allocated to it.

The strategy of the OP "Peloponnisos” focuses on the following four (4) key areas,
which commit more than 90% of the ERDF resources and almost 100% of the ESF
resources of the OP.

The four main areas on which the OP strategy focuses are the following:
a) Competitiveness/Entrepreneurship
b) Combating poverty and social inclusion

c) Protection and promotion of the man-made and natural environment, in direct
connection with tourism

d) Accessibility/transport infrastructure and services (mainly road)

2.1 Description

The specific evaluation, which was the first of the OP "Peloponnisos™ 2014-2020,
aimed to investigate the timeliness of the initial design of the Programme after two
years of its actual implementation, from the first (1st) meeting of the Programme
Monitoring Committee and after completion of the OP DEPIN 2007-2013, while the
peak of the fiscal crisis and economic recession in the country had intervened. In
parallel with these significant differences in the internal environment of the Country
and consequently that of the Peloponnese Region, the end of the achievement of the
milestones of the indicators for the performance framework of the Programme
which had been significantly affected by the aforementioned changes in the socio-
economic environment of the Region was approaching.

Therefore, in the context of the evaluation, the course of the implementation of the
Programme was assessed in relation to the goals that had been set, both for the year
2023, in relation to the available financial resources, and mainly with the milestones
of the year 2018 for the performance framework, in relation to the progress of the
implementation of the projects/operations that participated in the indicators and
milestones of the Performance Framework. Furthermore, the timeliness of the
Programme's strategy was assessed in relation to the formed new needs in the
Peloponnese Region which had to be covered by the Peloponnese 2014-2020 OP,
taking into account the completion of the DEPIN OP 2007-2013 in which three main
Priority Axes concerned the Peloponnese Region.

What and how satisfactory was the degree of progress of the implementation of
an economic object on the budget per Thematic Objective, Investment Priority,
category of intervention?

What and how satisfactory was the degree of progress of the physical object
implementation, on the corresponding goals of the output indicators?

What is the degree of achievement of the objectives/milestones of the
performance framework?

What would be the degree of contribution to the objectives of the E2020 strategy
according to the level of implementation of the Programme until then? Need an
adjustment?

What is the degree of achievement of the objectives in terms of climate change
and in terms of Sustainable Urban Development, according to the level of
implementation of the Programme until then (2017-2018)?

How much did the projects/actions that were included in the OP as "transferred"
or phased (phasing) from the period 2007-2013 contribute to the effectiveness of
the OP?

Did the relevance of the Programme continue to be observed during the
implementation, with the horizontal policies of the EU?

In terms of efficiency

What is the relationship between the implementation of an economic and
physical object, as the physical object is expressed by the output indicators,
according to the level of implementation of the Programme until then?

Were the Programme's resources sufficient to achieve the objectives of the
output and result indicators?
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Were there deviations of the average unit cost of implementation per output
indicator, in relation to the corresponding in the programme? If so, what factors
caused them?

What are the comparison data of the average unit cost of basic categories of
actions of the period 2007-2013 with the average unit cost of corresponding
basic actions of the Peloponnese 2014-2020 ROP?

Logic of the intervention

Was the implementation (subscriptions, contracts, expenditures) of the
Programme's actions related to the corresponding output and result indicators
and to the achievement of the corresponding specific objectives per Investment
Priority?

3. Main Findings

Based on the aforementioned methodology, as well as on the data/implementation
data until June 2018, the following main findings emerged, per basic section of the
Evaluation:

3.1 Effectiveness and efficiency of the activation and implementation of the OP

The degree of activation of the OP (expertise of the OP in specific actions and
then in corresponding invitations to potential beneficiaries of actions), was high.

The degree of implementation of the OP was low, in terms of integrated projects,
contracts and expenditures, with a slight improving trend, mainly in completed
projects during the 1st half of 2018, compared to the previous months of
implementation.

The overall picture regarding the levels of activation and implementation of the
OP differed significantly, both between the two Funds (ESIF) that co-finance the
Programme, and between the Priority Axes.

Regarding the OP implementation efficiency, this was of a high degree, although
the degree of implementation, even in terms of the integrated ones, was not the
one that would determine average unit costs (a key element of efficiency
assessment) per category of operations

More specifically:

Significant differences, in terms of activation and implementation, appeared
between the Thematic Objectives, Investment Priorities and/or Intervention
Categories (fields), with some (not few, but with a relatively small budget)
Investment Priorities and/or Categories (fields) Intervention being completely
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inactive. Some other Investment Priorities and/or Intervention Categories
(fields) showed their budgets being exceeded, at least during the stages of
activation and/or accessions.

e The above picture of the implementation of the OP, in terms of its financial
elements, was also reflected in the levels of physical implementation of the OP,
both as a whole, and in its aforementioned distinct structural parts.

e Given the low degrees of implementation, but also the very large discounts
during the process of selecting contractors for the execution of the contracts,
there was an assessment that in the vast majority of the physical objectives of the
OP, due to the high efficiency of implementation, there was no question of not
achieving them due to a lack of resources of the OP for these objectives.

3.2 Timeliness of the OP's Intervention Logic

e According to the update of the SWOT analysis, there was no need for a significant
differentiation of the Intervention Logic, at the level of Specific Objectives and
Result Indicators per Investment Priority.

e Regarding the need to update the Intervention Logic, since the implementation of
the OP, taking into account its relatively recent (then) amendment for the PA2A,
during the 1st revision of the OP (Technical Adaptation), the necessary
modifications are mentioned, mainly in the following:

— Update the base values of some result indicators, according to the most
recently published corresponding data of the "certified" competent sources.

— Marginal modifications to some Specific Objectives, according to the necessity
of specialization / activation and start of the implementation (inclusion of
actions) of the Programme.

— Small-scale rationalization of the grid of indicators, both in relation to linking
output and result, and in relation to their clarity and measurability

— Marginal corrections of calculation errors, in terms of target values in output
indicators.

3.3 Assessment of the achievement of the objectives of the Performance Framework

From the fact that the progress of the implementation of the Programme was
significantly different between the Priority Axes, the progress in achieving the
objectives of the Performance Framework indicators varied accordingly
significantly, both between the Priority Axes and within each Priority Axis.
Regarding the objectives of the F100 economic index, with a milestone in the year
2018, it seemed that they were not being achieved, with a significant negative
deviation in four (4) of the five (5) Priority Axes, which determined the Performance
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Framework of the OP. In general, only PA1 presented a particularly negative picture
in all its indicators, while the other three were at risk of losing the performance
reserve, mainly from the F100 indicator. Of these Priority Axes that showed a low
degree of achievement, only of the target of the F100 index, one (PA2A) is co-
financed by the ECB and the entire performance reserve of the specific Fund in the
OP depends on its performance, while the other two were the PA2B and PA3, which
are co-financed by the ERDF. The factors that had contributed to the low degree of
achievement of the objectives of the Performance Framework indicators in these
Priority Axes were more than one, the main ones being the following:

e Application of incorrect methodology for calculation / estimation of target values
during the initial planning of the OP.

e Assumptions of achieving the objectives, which are not verified due to the socio-
economic conditions and/or unforeseen events on the management of the OP
2014-2020, which were mediated by the planning of the OP, mainly until the end
of 2017.

e Unforeseeable delays in the finalization of national policies and/or in the
availability of management instruments / tools from central Services of the
system of administration, management and coordination of the implementation
of the Operational Programmes 2014-2020.

Along with the above factors that acted negatively on the achievement of the
objectives of the Performance Framework, there were factors that worked positively
on the achievement of certain objectives of the Performance Framework, mainly
Priority Axes 2B and 4. These factors referred to the inclusion of actions in the OP,
originating in whole or in part from the period 2007-2013.

Based on the above findings from the evaluation of the OP, the biggest problem
regarding the achievement of the objectives of the Performance Framework was
faced by Priority Axis 1 (Entrepreneurship and RIS3), in all the indicators of the
Performance Framework, while smaller problems appeared in Priority Axis 2A and
3, which primarily focused on the F100 economic index.

In relation to the preparation for the impact assessments of the Programme
Evaluation Plan, the main findings that emerged were the following:

¢ Regarding the assessment of the degree of achievement of the Specific Objectives
of the Programme, according to the level of implementation of the corresponding
actions of the Programme that contribute to them, for a very small number of
Specific Objectives it was evident that it was achieved through the contribution of
the OP, mainly due to the low level of its application.

e Both the number of Specific Objectives and their degree of achievement
increased significantly from the OP's contribution to the target values of the
result indicators, according to the integrated operations (as long as they were
implemented in their entirety by the end of the period).
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Several Specific Objectives and Result Indicators were significantly influenced by
the prevailing macro-economic / social circumstances and their achievement
was not significantly linked to the course of implementation of the OP.

Regarding the possibility of securing the necessary valid data to
procedure/device the Impact Assessments, the main issues/findings that
emerged are the following:

— For several Impact Assessments, the data obtained from the output and result
indicators were not sufficient for contributing to informed answer to
qualitative questions.

— The timely and complete coverage of the required data, for some impact
assessments, in terms of result indicators, depended on the readiness and
operation of the competent (mainly public) services.

— For some Impact Assessments, a lack of quantitative data was also found, as
the output and result indicators did not ensure the answer to corresponding
evaluative questions with quantitative characteristics.

Based on the relevant investigation of the available data, it also emerged the need
to update the memorandum of cooperation between the National Coordination
Authority and ELSTAT, in order to incorporate the additional indicators that fall
under the competences of this Independent Authority.

Finally, with regard to the Evaluations of ECB operations, which included
personal data, it would be useful, during the preparation of said evaluations, to
specify in detail the procedures to be followed, in accordance with the EU and
national institutional framework on the protection of personal data.

4. Conclusions & Recommendations

Based on the aforementioned picture of activation and implementation of the OP, the
following key / main conclusions were drawn, which included the corresponding
recommendations.

Both its implementation up to the reference period, as well as its medium-term
implementation perspective, had softened the coherence of its implementation,
in relation to the mix of its development strategy, in terms of its planned planned
interventions in favor of the socio-economic fabric of the Peloponnese Region.
The delay in the implementation of the OP for various reasons (several of which
are outside the responsibility and contractual competence of the Administrative
Authority of the OP) created risks of loss of development results in the Region, in
addition to the risks of loss of resources of the OP, in accordance with the
Normative conditions for the management of the Operational Programmes of the
period 2014-2020.
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e As long as the rates of activation (mainly invitations to potential beneficiaries)
did not increase significantly, until 2020, and until 2021 the rates of inclusion of
mature (technically and administratively) actions, the financial and physical
implementation of the OP in most main / main Priority Axes of the OP, appeared
to reach very low levels, by the end of the period, especially in Priority Axes 1, 2A
and 3.

The main and most basic conclusion from the aforementioned, was that relatively
small-scale modifications to the current Programme were required, for its more
effective and efficient implementation and to deal with the development problems of
the Region.

Also, with the proposed revision, the OP's contribution to the achievement of the
Union's goals for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth and the E2020 strategy
would be strengthened, through the strengthening of entrepreneurship. However,
the main necessity of the revision was the amendment of the Performance
Framework of the OP, given the factors that worked negatively to achieve the
objectives of the indicators that define it, especially with a milestone in the year
2018. Some of the factors that negatively affected the achievement of the objectives
of the Performance Framework, if not most, but undoubtedly the main ones,
justified, based on the regulatory provisions, the modification of the Performance
Framework.

Finally, regarding the preparation of data for the evaluation of the effects of the
Programme, the following were concluded and proposed:

Need to conduct corresponding field research or case studies, which will ensure the
necessary data, giving the qualitative dimension to the answers to the questions.
With this in mind, timely preparation of these surveys is required field and/or the
corresponding case studies.

Therefore, coordinated cooperation between the Administrative Authority of the OP
and the National NSRF Coordination Authority was required, at the national level
with the competent Services, mainly Departments of the Ministry of Environment
and Energy.
